“Sand Traps:”
Comments: Not enough sand, tree roots exposed
Solution: Immediate...remove all the sand, reshape existing bunker,
replace with new sand at the proper depth.
This process has already started with the bunkers at #3 & #5.
Concern # 3
“Tree Trimming”
Ongoing yearly (winter) maintenance project.
Started trimming & removing some deceased pines.
